SOLID AND LIQUID WASTE MANAGEMENT

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

This City of Seattle Contract is for transport, acceptance/receipt, sorting, Processing, Treatment, Beneficial Use, Landfill and
authorized sanitary sewer discharge of a variety of operational waste streams generated by Seattle Public Utilities (SPU), Seattle
Department of Transportation (SDOT), City Light and Seattle Parks and Recreation (PARKS). The waste streams include:

A STREET MAINTENANCE SOLIDS- SPU/PARKS/SDOT/CITY LIGHT
SPU/PARKS/CITY LIGHT Vactor/eductor trucks, and SPU/SDOT/CITY LIGHT street sweepers (and in some cases
SPU/SDOT/CITY LIGHT Contractors), will deliver street maintenance solids (a mixture of solids & liquids) to a facility
specified in the Contract for the waste stream. The street maintenance solids may be delivered in two ways:

e A mixture of solids and liquids delivered via Vactor/eductor trucks or street sweepers carrying wastes which are generated
during street sweeping, cleaning of storm lines, catch basins, stormwater treatment structures, and ditch repair, and other
maintenance work conducted or contracted by SPU, Parks, SDOT or CITY LIGHT at City facilities located within the
greater Seattle urban area. City Light will also utilize this contract for work at remote facilities, specifically Cedar Falls,
the Newhalem Dam Complex on the Skagit River and the Boundary Dam Complex on the Pend Oreille River.
Vactor/eductor waste loads can vary in size from 4 to 9 Cubic Yards, and the solid/liquid ratios can range from 40% -70%
total solids.

e A mixture of decanted solids delivered via dump trucks or roll-off containers carrying wastes which are generated during
cleaning of storm catch basins or stormwater structures, street sweeping, ditch repair and other maintenance work
conducted or contracted for by SPU, Parks, SDOT or CITY LIGHT, at City facilities or rights-of-way located within the
greater Seattle urban area. City Light will also utilize this contract for work at remote facilities, specifically Cedar Falls,
the Newhalem Dam Complex on the Skagit River and the Boundary Dam Complex on the Pend Oreille River. Dump truck
or roll-off container loads of decanted solids can vary in size from 7 to 20 Cubic Yards, and the solids are generally absent
of free liquids.

B: HYDRO-EXCAVATION SOLIDS- SPU/CITY LIGHT
SPU and CITY LIGHT Vactor/eductor trucks (and in some cases the Vactor/eductor trucks of Contractors to SPU/CITY
LIGHT), will deliver hydro-excavation solids (a mixture of solids and liquids) to a specified in the Contract for the waste
stream. The hydro-excavation solids are described below:
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e SPU- A mixture of solids and liquids or decanted solids delivered via Vactor/eductor trucks or dump trucks carrying wastes
which are generated in urban fill/soil areas during repair and installation of potable water infrastructure including water
mains, vaults and meters, excavation, and exploratory investigations. The waste stream includes: water, gravel, soil, and
other related debris. Vactor/eductor truck loads can vary in size from 4 to 9 Cubic Yards. Decanted solid loads can vary in
size from 7 to 20 Cubic Yards. The solids and liquids mixture ratio can range from 30% -90% total liquids.

e CITY LIGHT- A mixture of solids and liquids or decanted solids delivered via Vactor/eductor trucks or dump trucks
carrying waste which are generated in urban fill/soil areas during electrical pole and vault excavations and repairs,
potholing and exploratory investigations at City Light facilities or properties located within the greater Seattle urban areas,
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Cedar Falls, the Newhalem Dam complex on the Skagit River and the Boundary Dam Complex on the Pend Oreille River.
The waste stream includes: water, gravel, soil and other related debris. Vactor/eductor truck loads can vary in size from 4
to 9 Cubic Yards. Decanted solid loads can vary in size from 7 to 20 Cubic Yards. The solids and liquids mixture ratio
can range from 30% -90% total liquids.

SEWER GRIT- SPU

A mixture of decanted solids containing sewage delivered via SPU dump trucks or roll-off containers (and in some cases via
Contractors to SPU) carrying such wastes which are generated during cleaning of sanitary or combined sewer mains, vaults,
storage structures, repair activities, and other maintenance work conducted or contracted for by SPU, at City facilities and
right-of-way located within the greater Seattle urban area. Delivery will be to a facility specified in the Contract for the waste
stream. Dump truck or roll-off container waste loads can vary in size from 4 to 20 Cubic Yards, and the solid/liquid ratios can
range from 70% -90% total solids.

SEWER LIQUIDS- CITY LIGHT

A mixture of solids and liquids containing sewage delivered via City Light Vactor/eductor trucks (and in some cases via
Contractors to City Light) carrying such wastes which are generated during cleaning of sewer mains, vaults, storage structures,
repair activities, and other maintenance work conducted or contracted for by City Light; at City Light facilities or properties
located within the greater Seattle urban areas, Cedar FaIIs the Newhalem Dam complex on the Skaqn Rlver and the Boundarv
Dam Complex on the Pend Oreille River. a y
Delivery will be to a facility specified in the Contract for the Waste stream Eductor truck waste Ioads can vary in size from 4
to 9 Cubic Yards, and the solid/liquid ratios can range from 70% -90% total liquids.

ELECTRICAL VAULT SOLIDS- CITY LIGHT
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A mixture of solids and liquids or decanted solids delivered via Vactor/eductor trucks, dump trucks, or roll-off containers
carrying waste which are generated during cleaning of non-PCB electrical vaults and other maintenance work conducted or
contracted for by City Light, at City Light facilities or properties located within the greater Seattle urban areas, Cedar Falls, the
Newhalem Dam complex on the Skagit River and the Boundary Dam Complex on the Pend Oreille River. atCity-facihities
lecated-within-the-greater-Seattle-urban-area—Vactor/eductor truck loads can vary in size from 4 to 9 Cubic Yards. Decanted
solid loads can vary in size from 7 to 20 Cubic Yards. The solids and liquids mixture ratio can range from 40% -70% total
liquids.

F. CONTAMINATED MEDIA- SDOT, SPU and CITY LIGHT
Wastes not suitable for backfill generated by construction projects and excavation in urban fill/soil areas for street, vault,
underground utility and facility repairs, including, but not limited to, installation of footings, foundations, pipes, conduits,
potholing, and exploratory investigations. The waste stream may include: sand, silt, gravel, soil, treated wood, other related
debris and contaminants below dangerous waste concentrations. Such wastes will be delivered by SDOT, SPU, CITY LIGHT
or its Contractor via dump trucks, roll-off containers, or supersacks to Contractor-designated facilities.

ACCESS to be provided by Contractor: City of Seattle (or its Contractor’s) Trucks (Eductor Trucks, Street Sweepers, Dump
Trucks, or Roll-off Containers) must be able to easily access and enter the Contractor’s waste Processing facility without prior notice
during routine facility operating hours (typically 7 AM to 5 PM). Access during off hours (typically 5 PM to 7 AM and 24 hours on
weekends and holidays) will be arranged with the facility’s after hours contact. The waste Processing facility shall be constructed to
allow the entire operation to proceed in a safe and efficient manner, and to allow off-load of entire contents of each truck at one
location, followed by quick exit from the facility. Access and exit must be via arterial streets with minimal or no interstate traffic.

General Requirements

Under this Contract, the Contractor shall provide waste management in accordance with, and shall continuously comply with, all
applicable law, including, but not limited to, Environmental and Safety Law.

All facilities used by Contractor or any subcontractor shall have and maintain all necessary Governmental Approvals and other
permissions for Processing such wastes and for all services contracted for or provided to the City.

The City expressly reserves the right, during the initial and all renewal terms of the Contract, to use other means of waste management
for its wastes. The City may award Contracts to other vendors, or use other Contracts for such services. The City does not guarantee
use of the Contract.
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Definitions

BENEFICIAL USE means the use of solid waste as an ingredient in a manufacturing process, or as an effective substitute for natural
or commercial products, in a manner that complies with all applicable legal requirements and does not pose a threat to human health
or the environment. Avoidance of Processing or disposal cost alone does not constitute Beneficial Use.

CITY means The City of Seattle, a municipal corporation of the State of Washington.

CITY DEPARTMENT, USER DEPARTMENT, OR DEPARTMENT means a City of Seattle department which uses the Contract
services, and includes the authorized representative of such department.

CONTAMINATED MEDIA means soils removed during the cleanup of a hazardous waste site, corrective actions or other clean-up
activities and which contain harmful substances but are not designated dangerous wastes.

CONTRACT means a Contract that has resulted from these specifications.

CONTRACTOR means the party contracting with The City of Seattle pursuant to these specifications.

ENVIRONMENTAL AND SAFETY LAW means any and all statutes, regulations, rules, ordinances, orders, other court or regulatory
agency directives, and common-law causes of action, whether federal, state, regional, local or international, that apply to any toxic or
hazardous material, hazardous substance (meaning any material regulated or restricted under any environmental or health or safety
law), pollutant, contaminant, waste, health and safety of persons, or protection of the environment, including past and future
amendments or supplements thereto.

GOVERNMENTAL APPROVAL means any federal, state, or local governmental or regulatory permit, license, authorization or other
approval required by applicable law, including, but not limited to, Environmental and Safety Law.

LANDFILL means a disposal facility or part of a facility at which solid waste is permanently placed in or on land, and which is not a
land spreading disposal facility or a composting facility.

PROCESSING means an operation to convert a material into a useful product or to prepare it for reuse, recycling, or disposal.
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PURCHASING SERVICES means The City of Seattle Department of Finance and Administrative Services, City Purchasing Services
Division.

SEWER GRIT means solids removed from the City’s sanitary or combined sewer system and screened to decant the liquids.
TREATMENT means the physical, chemical, or biological Processing of solid waste to make such solid wastes safer for storage or

disposal, amenable for recycling or energy recovery, or reduced in volume.

Additional Specifications

1. Throughout the term of the Contract, the Contractor, all subcontractors, and all facilities shall maintain all necessary
Governmental Approvals/Permits, including, but not limited to, those from the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), State
of Washington Department of Ecology (DOE) or equivalent agency of another state, the jurisdictional government health
agency, the jurisdictional air pollution control agency, regional or local government, and transportation authorities, for all
Contract services and for facilities, equipment and all other aspects of operations relating in any way to performance of the
Contract. The Contract shall be performed, and the Contractor and all subcontractors shall act, in full compliance with all
Governmental Approvals, applicable law and Environmental and Safety Law.

2. Upon the City’s request, Contractor shall promptly provide to the City within three (3) calendar days of the request any and all
correspondence and other documents relating to Governmental Approvals, compliance history, permits, operating procedures,
Contract requirements, and performance of the Contract, including documentation in the possession of the Contractor or any
subcontractor or any officer, employee or agent of the Contractor or of any subcontractor.

3. The Contractor shall immediately notify City Purchasing Services in the event of any expiration, termination, cancellation,
citation, facility closures or other change in status of any Governmental Approval, or change in regulatory or compliance status
of Contractor or any subcontractor, including any regulatory action taken against Contractor or any subcontractor. The
Contractor shall fully cooperate with the City in any investigation of any Governmental Approval or compliance matter.

Special Terms and Conditions
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. The City may visit and view all facilities and equipment used or proposed to be used in the performance of the Contract,

including Contractor’s facilities and those of any subcontractor. Such visits may occur at any time after bid and prior to
awarding the Contract, or during the Contract term.

Only those Facilities and Subcontractors specified by the Contractor in the Contract documents shall be used under this
Contract, unless agreed otherwise by the City though a written change order, and in accordance with the terms of this Contract.
The Contractor shall not employ the services of any subcontractor in performance of the Contract without thirty (30) days prior
written notification to the City and sending the City an amended City subcontractor list at the end of the thirty (30) days. The
City reserves the right to reject any proposed subcontractor.

City of Seattle (or its contractor’s) Trucks (Eductor Trucks, Street Sweepers, Dump Trucks, or Roll-off Containers) must be
able to easily access and enter the Contractor’s waste Processing facility without prior notice during routine facility operating
hours (typically 7 AM to 5 PM), and during off hours (typically 5 PM to 7 AM and 24 hours on weekends and holidays), by
prior arrangement with the facility’s after hours contact. The waste Processing facility shall be constructed to allow the entire
operation to proceed in a safe and efficient manner, and to allow off-load of entire contents of each truck at one location,
followed by quick exit from the facility. Access and exit must be via arterial streets with minimal or no interstate traffic.

. An after-hours (5:00 pm - 7:00 am and 24 hours on weekends and holidays) facility contact shall be provided by the

Contractor, for each facility.

. The Contractor during bidding shall provide a list of any physical characteristics and or maximum allowable limits that would

make the waste unacceptable due to the method of waste management. The list shall become a part of the Contract and shall
only be changed with prior written consent of City Purchasing Services.

. This Contract requires the receiving facility to acknowledge receipt and weight of each load of material sent by City

Department. Copies of each Receipt shall be sent to the City Department’s designated representative (to be determined after
Contract award) for its records, along with an invoice on a monthly basis. Each invoice shall include the City Department
name and/or the City contractor name, truck number, date, time of delivery, and total weight of accepted waste.

If Contractor elects to sample a load of City waste, a split sample will be collected and made available to the City upon
request. If the load is unacceptable under the terms of the Contract, the Contractor shall notify the City Department within 48
hours following delivery or within 48 hours of sample collection (if sampled by Contractor or its subcontractor prior to
delivery), and provide a copy of the analytical results and the testing methodology.

If a load of waste is found to be unacceptable following delivery under the terms of the Contract and if the Contractor wishes
to reject the shipment, then the Contractor shall immediately contact the City Department for instructions regarding the
disposition of the rejected material. The Contractor shall keep City material separate from all other materials prior to final
acceptance by Contractor in order for Contractor’s test results to be considered valid.

Custody to the wastes shall immediately pass to the Contractor upon delivery and unloading at the Contract facility or to the
Contractor at time of pick up from the City generating location, if Contactor is also the transporter.

If Contractor is also the transporter, no comingling of material with other sites or entities is allowed by Contractor without the
express written permission of the City Departments generating the material.

If Contractor is also the transporter, the Contractor shall have and maintain any and all identification or registration, and
signage required for transportation of materials under this Contract. All vehicles used for transport of material under the
Contract shall be equipped with appropriate spill containment and loading mechanisms, and vehicles, drivers, and use shall
meet the federal Department of Transportation requirements and other Environmental and Safety Laws.

In the event of loss of load or spillage by Contractor while transporting material, Contractor will immediately contact City
agency originating the material.

Unless otherwise requested by the User Department, the Contractor shall serve as the twenty-four (24) hour emergency contact
to be listed on all shipping/transportation documents. At no additional cost and upon request, the Contractor shall promptly
provide to the User Department copies of all shipping papers that document transportation, Beneficial Use or disposal of the
User Department’s wastes.

The Contractor shall notify the City immediately, verbally and in writing, of any changes to be made to shipping or
Processing/disposal documents of shipments from a City facility or work site.

Containers and equipment provided by Contractor or its subcontractors, to User Department for City facility or work sites,
must be provided in good working condition and conform to all rules and regulation for storage and transport to Contractor’s
facilities. Containers not in compliance with DOT regulations must be replaced/repaired before being accepted by Contractor
for their transport to Processing facility.
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
