	Number 10 on page 2 of the Bid Offer Sheet specifies travel time may not be added as an additional charge. At the pre-bid meeting, today (July 10), it was indicated that contractors may be called on to do work as far away as Ross Dam (3 hrs. drive from Seattle). Prevailing wage determinations require contractors to pay prevailing wages to employees who are traveling with tools and materials necessary to perform the work. Building an hourly rate with potentially long travel times would greatly increase the rate. When the City of Seattle reaches out to contractors to perform work under the parameters of this contract, will contractors be able to refuse work if it is too far away? Or for any other reason?
	The City is requesting an all-inclusive hourly rate. You will need to get a determination from L&I regarding when the clock starts for your workers when traveling to the job site.
If you are unable to schedule workers to fulfill a specific project request you may refuse the work. 
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
