	Here is the info that NC Power Systems is giving for your engines.

Regarding the 3208’s, individual parts for them are becoming very sparse and limited due to the age of the engines, some parts even being discontinued. So, rebuilding the 3 existing 3208’s is looking very challenging. 

We may have to do long block swaps, but this is going to take longer since the long blocks have to be built through our “used” parts department. So, if we are on a time restraint this could be challenging as well. 
	The Police Department has confirmed from NC Power that all parts and service are available for the 3208 engines. There are no discontinued parts.
Per Attachment #2, page 5, Harbor Patrol will supply three engines that need to be rebuilt by NC Power to the awarded vendor.
