	EQUIPMENT

The equipment required to complete this work includes the following:
· A mobile detection system, able to detect energized objects within 30 feet of the vehicle while driving. The mobile detection system sensors must measure electric fields and the system must provide a real time graphical display of the sensed signal while in motion. An appropriate motor vehicle mounting accessories, all accompanying hardware and software needed to perform contact voltage surveys must be provided. This may include, but is not limited to: computers, user interfaces, software, sensors and cables. An independent certificate of calibration is required.

· A handheld device (proximity detection unit) that is capable of detecting voltages up to 600 volts. A Walker Engineering contact voltage detector or Power Survey model EFD-100 are the current devices. 

· A portable AC digital high impedance volt meter must have the ability to take readings with and without an input load impedance (shunt resistor) of 3,000ohms. A Fluke model 177 is the current device. An independent certificate of calibration is required.

· A power quality analyzer capable of measuring 3rd harmonic level and total harmonic distortion on power system voltages. The City’s current preferred harmonic distortion measurement equipment is the Fluke 345 PQ-capable voltmeter. An independent certificate of calibration is required.

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Seattle City Light Contact Voltage Detection Survey


Project:


Complete a thorough field survey spanning 2,600+ survey miles for contact voltage on approximately 37,500 conductive structures within Seattle City Light’s service territory. Conductive structures shall be understood to mean but is not limited to any structure capable of carrying current, typically metal or concrete reinforced with rebar. Additional spot surveys in trouble areas could be requested.

Schedule:

An education/training curriculum will be developed by the contractor and Seattle City Light. A 2-day pre-survey education/training will be facilitated by the contractor. 

A kickoff meeting will be scheduled for all key contractor and City Light representatives prior to the commencement of any work. 


Start date will be negotiated and scheduled by Seattle City Light at least 20 working days prior to the start of work. The survey shall be completed within 40 working days of start date. It is expected the work will be performed between the hours of 9:00PM (or dusk) and 5:00AM (or dawn).  Street lighting systems must be active (on) during testing time.  Schedule may be revised with City Light’s approval. Subsequent year start dates will be coordinated by Seattle City Light.  

A post-survey debrief will be attended by the contractor in person.


Working Day: 

Every day except Saturday’s, Sunday’s and City of Seattle Holidays.


Weekly progress/status meetings will be held between the contractors’ Operations Manager and the City Light Project Manager or more frequently if situations warrant.


Scope:


The survey is to be completed in the most efficient, thorough and accurate manner possible. The sequence of the survey will be determined by City Light in advance. The sequence, schedule and detailed procedure manual will be detailed and provided to City Light, for approval, prior to commencement of work. 


The Contractor shall be solely and completely responsible for: 


1. The safety, efficiency, and adequacy of the Contractor's plant, equipment, materials and methods; 


2. Any damage or injury resulting from the failure, or improper maintenance, use, or operation of the Contractor’s plant, equipment, and methods; and 


3. Conditions of the Project Site, including safety of all persons and property during performance of the Work. 


These requirements shall apply continuously. The Engineer’s review of the Contractor's performance shall not include review or a determination of the adequacy of the Contractor's safety measures in, on, or near the Project Site. 


The Contractor shall establish, maintain, and supervise: 


1) A safe and healthy working environment; 


2) An accident prevention program; and 


3) Training programs to improve the skill and competency of all employees with respect to occupational safety and health. 


The Washington State Department of Labor and Industries shall be the sole and paramount administrative agency responsible for the administration of the provisions of the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act of 1973 (WISHA), as amended. The Contractor shall comply with the federal Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 (OSHA), including all revisions and amendments thereto; the provisions of the Washington Industrial Safety Act of 1973 (WISHA), as amended; and as a minimum, the requirements of Title 296 WAC, Department of Labor and Industries. In addition, the Contractor shall comply with the requirements of the National Electric Safety Code, when applicable. In cases of conflict between different safety regulations, the regulation containing the more rigorous safety standard shall apply. The Contractor shall maintain at the Project Site office or other well known and readily accessible place at the Project Site, all articles necessary for providing first aid to the injured. The Contractor shall establish, publish, and make known to all employees, procedures for ensuring immediate removal to a hospital or doctor’s care persons, including employees who may have been injured on the Project Site. Employees shall not be permitted to work on the Project Site before the Contractor has established and made known procedures for removal of injured persons to a hospital or a doctor’s care.


Mobile Detection


Where the presence of elevated voltage is suspected, structures should be tested using a Fluke 345 PQ-capable voltmeter, switchable 3,000-ohm shunt resistor and a handheld electric field detector, or approved equivalent. Adequate ground points are to be used to reference all measurements after first checking the ground points for voltage. Fire hydrants, storm drains or other grounded structures should be sought for ground points. Driven ground rods will not be permitted.

Once any voltage has been detected, at 5 volts or more, the energized structure shall be isolated and all structures within a forty-foot radius are to be investigated. If an energized structure is found to be energized at 30 volts or more AND a shunt voltage reading greater than or equal to one volt, the immediate area shall be secured by appropriate means to prevent contact by the public and City Light shall be immediately notified by calling the power dispatcher (SCL Project Manager to provide contact information prior to work commencing). The technician or operator shall remain at the scene until City Light has provided proper relief. If less than 30 volts has been detected, the area should be taped and coned off to prevent incidental contact and reported to City Light the next business day.  A Response Matrix may be provided by City Light. The contractor will report the standby time needed for each incident recorded at 30 volts or more.  Contractor will provide a unit cost for stand-by time that will be billed in fifteen (15) minute intervals.


It will be at the City Light Project Manager’s discretion to re-test areas that are suspected to contain faulty measurements or data.  


Assigned Personnel (Deliverable)


Only well trained and experienced employees will be used. 


Describe the training program and experience of specific personnel proposed to perform the services, included but not limited to field training on test equipment, experience with procedures and the testing equipment.

Data Collection and Transfer (Deliverable):

Contractor shall deliver a GIS map containing the information below and be updated daily to show a unique master event number (parent), unique facility event number (child), event location, Voltage, Voltage (with shunt), third harmonic, quarter section, qualified ground, structure identification number and approximate address of all energized objects.  

The following components shall be documented in an Excel database and delivered to the City Light Project Manager each business day if any voltage is discovered:


· GPS coordinates of testing locations


· Unique master event number (parent)

· Unique facility event number (child)


· Quarter Section number


· Technician name


· Date/time of discovery


· City Light relief arrival (if 30 volts or more AND a shunt voltage reading greater than or equal to one volt)


· Object type


· Object ID (7-digit number, Q-S/pole number, Handhole/Vault number, Streetlight (4 digit slim #) number, etc)


· Voltage


· Voltage across 3,000-ohm shunt


· 3rd Harmonic


· Photos of the energized object(s)


· Ground point reference (Fire hydrant, storm drain, etc), field marked with an accompanying photo

· Address


· Cross street


· Restrictions


· Comments


· Event status


· Any other relevant or useful information

The contractor shall prepare and deliver to City Light a final report that summarizes each voltage event and an after-action report listing any lessons learned, analysis of findings, and recommendations. The final report will be due within ten (10) working days of completion of field survey activities.


The Contractor will direct all questions made to the contractor, regarding any scope of this contract, from the press or public to the City Light Project Manager.


To be provided by Seattle City Light:


A dataset file containing GPS coordinates and distribution/network system maps in PDF format that show locations of the target infrastructure will be provided. The dataset file and maps contain proprietary information and shall not be copied or distributed without City Light’s consent. All maps must be returned to City Light upon completion of the project. The successful bidder will be required to sign a non-disclosure agreement below. 
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To be provided by the contractor:


All necessary equipment to fulfill the terms of the contract including but not limited to: training, tools, measuring equipment, vehicles, safety gear, permits, computers, etc will be included in the unit cost of testing and will be considered incidental.

Non-Disclosure Agreement


This Non-Disclosure Agreement ("Agreement") is made and entered into as of __________ 2011, between The City of Seattle, by and through its City Light Department (“Disclosing Party”) and ___________________.(“Recipient Party”),   Disclosing Party and Recipient agree as follows:



1.  
DEFINITIONS



"Confidential Information” shall mean: (i) all information disclosed in tangible form by Disclosing Party and marked "confidential" or "proprietary.”  (ii) Any oral information designated as Confidential Information by the Disclosing Party at the time the oral information is provided.


2.
PURPOSE


The Recipient shall use the Confidential Information only for the following purposes:



a. Proprietary maps provided by City Light may only be used for the performance of the contact voltage testing contract and must be returned to City Light.



b. All test data/testing results are confidential and will be provided only to City Light.



3. 
OBLIGATION OF CONFIDENTIALITY



The Recipient will use the same degree of care, but not less than a reasonable degree of care to prevent the unauthorized use, dissemination or publication of the Confidential Information as the Recipient uses to protect its own confidential or proprietary information of a like nature.  The Recipient shall limit the use of and access to Disclosing Party's Confidential Information to the Recipient's employees or independent contractors who need to know such Confidential Information, for the purpose set forth in Section 2 above and who have entered into binding obligations of confidentiality substantially similar to the obligations set forth herein.


4.    CONFIDENTIALITY PERIOD



The Recipient's obligations to protect Confidential Information hereunder shall expire three (3) years from the date of each such disclosure of Confidential Information.


5.  
EXCEPTIONS


The Recipient has no obligation of confidentiality to any Confidential Information that:


a.
is or becomes a matter of public knowledge through no fault of the Recipient; or


b.
was in the Recipient's possession or known by it prior to receipt from Disclosing Party; or


c.
was rightfully disclosed to the Recipient by another party without restriction; or



d.
is independently developed by the Recipient without access to Disclosing Party’s Confidential Information.


The Recipient may disclose Confidential Information pursuant to any statutory or regulatory requirement  or court order, provided that Disclosing Party is, to the extent legally permitted,  given ten (10) days advance notice of any proposed disclosure, in order for Disclosing Party to pursue a protective order.  If a protective order is not obtained by Disclosing Party at the conclusion of this ten (10) day period, the Recipient may disclose the requested Confidential Information without further liability.  


6.
EQUITABLE RELIEF


The Recipient acknowledges and agrees that due to the unique nature of Disclosing Party's Confidential Information, there may be no adequate remedy at law for any breach of its obligation.  Recipient further acknowledges that any such breach may allow the Recipient or third parties to unfairly compete with the Disclosing Party resulting in irreparable harm to the Disclosing Party, and therefore, upon any such breach or threat thereof, Disclosing Party shall be entitled to seek appropriate equitable relief.  The Recipient will notify Disclosing Party in writing immediately upon the occurrence of any such unauthorized release or other breach.



7.
INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS



Recipient does not acquire any intellectual property rights under this Agreement or through any disclosure hereunder, except the limited right to use such Confidential Information in accordance with this Agreement.



8.
Return of Information



At any time, the Disclosing Party may request the return or the destruction, of all tangible Confidential Information previously delivered to the Recipient.  Upon receipt of such request, all such Confidential Information, including without limitation any copies, summaries or compilations of such information, still in the Recipient’s possession or under its control shall be promptly returned or destroyed, as requested.


9.  GENERAL



This Agreement supersedes all prior discussions and writing with respect to the subject matter hereof.  No waiver or modification of this Agreement will be binding upon either party unless made in writing and signed by a duly authorized representative of each party and no failure or delay in enforcing any right will be deemed a waiver of such right.  The parties understand that nothing herein requires either party to proceed with any proposed transaction or relationship in connection with which the Confidential Information may be disclosed.  In the event that any of the provisions of this Agreement shall be held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be unenforceable, the remaining portions hereof shall remain in full force and effect.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Washington without regard to conflicts of laws provisions thereof, and each party submits to the jurisdiction and venue of the Washington state or federal court serving the King County area with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement.  The headings to the Sections of this Agreement are included merely for reference and shall not affect the meaning of the language included therein.  This Agreement is written in the English language only, which language shall be controlling in all respects.  If applicable, this Agreement may be executed in counterparts or by facsimile, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all of which together shall constitute one and the same agreement.  



WHEREFORE, the Parties acknowledge that they have read and understood this Agreement and voluntarily accept the duties and obligations set forth herein.
